e Air quality monitoring is the technical process global data base - from almost 4,000 cities
of investigating pollutants in the air. world wide.

e In Myanmar, key air pollutants are monitored in
Yangon and Naypyitaw.

e Data from the monitoring station in Yangon
Region are included in the global data base.

e The level of particulate matter (PM2.5) is one of
the key indicators measuring air pollution.

e In Yangon Region, the average annual
concentrations of PM2.5 are estimated to be
35ug/m3(2016). This is higher than the WHO
standard guideline for ambient air quality
(10pg/m3).*

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to keep us healthy, key messages are:

e Any risk of adverse health impact from air
pollution depends on type and level of
pollutants, duration of exposure and individuals.

e People with existing respiratory or
cardiovascular disease, elderly, infants and
young children, are generally regarded more
vulnerable to the effects of air pollution.

e Short-term exposure of pollutants can cause
acute health reactions, e.g. irritation to eyes,
nose and throat, coughing, wheezing and
lower respiratory tract infections.

e Prolonged exposure to air pollution, either low
or high level, can increase risk of respiratory
tract infections, worsen asthma, heart disease,
stroke, lung cancer and premature death.

e Reducing and eliminating various sources of
air pollution is key to protect public health -- as
well as helping to fight climate change.

Always important - consult a health professional, or
visit a health facility, if you experience any adverse
effect which may arise from air pollution.

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What can we do?

Measures to reduce air pollution require broad
governmental and societal actions. At the same
time, simple measures can be taken by each of us --
to help reduce air pollution and prevent exposure:

e reduce exposure to pollutants by remaining
indoors at times of high outdoor air pollution
-- especially important for the vulnerable.

e close external doors, windows, to reduce
penetration of pollutants from outside --
especially when air pollution is high.

e avoid prolonged or heavy physical activity --
especially when air pollution is high.

e stay hydrated at all times.
e prevent sources of indoor air pollution:

e do not use unprocessed coal and kerosene
as household fuel

e ventilate kitchen spaces well
e stop smoking tobacco
e reduce burning incense inside the home.

e keep the inside of the house or office clean by
wet mopping.

e minimize travel by individual car.

e use well-fitted face masks when exposure to air
pollution is high and you have to be outdoors
for prolonged periods.
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
